New Business

· President Leigh Caldwell did over-ride the by-laws so that the changes could be voted on.

Old By-law:

Article II, Section 2.1 #1 – To operate within the scope of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

Article III, Section 3.4 #1 – Meetings shall be held every other month, beginning in January, at a time and location determined by the voting membership of the Association.

Article IV, Section 4.3 #3 – Should any other Executive Board position become open during a two-year term, the voting members of the Association shall hold and election to fill the available position in accordance with Article IV, Section 4.2.  The term of office shall be for the remainder of the term of the vacated position.

  New By-law:

Article II, Section 2.1 #1 – To exist as an organization not for profit as described in Section 33-31-10, et. Seq. of the South Carolina Code of Laws (1976).

Article III, Section 3.4 #1 – Meetings shall be held every month, beginning in January, at at time and location determined by the voting membership of the Association.

 Article IV, Section 4.3 #3 - Should any other Executive Board position become open during a two-year term, the voting members of the Association shall hold an election to fill the available position in accordance with Article IV, Section 4.2. The term of office shall be for the remainder of the term of the vacated position.  However if a position on the Executive Board becomes vacant during the calendar year of the election, the remaining Executive Board members may appoint a person to “temporarily fill the position until such time as an election can be held.
